CE: After Word Gen and attendance, Ate Jaymie led the CE which was a quiet breathing exercise. In an attempt to stay serious while breathing in and out, some kids were laughing, but some of the teachers were too. It was overall a good way to start the class in a calm and collected manner. Ate Jaymie went on to explain that the purpose of the day was to understand Psychology and its role in our lives as well as the people around us.
